Pursuant to the Jury Selection and Service Act of 1968, as amended (28 U.S.C. § 1861 et
s2.) the following amended Jury Pl an is hereby adopted by this Court subject to the approval of the
reviewing pane for the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals, and to such rules and regulationsas may b e
adopted by the Judicial Conference of the United States. When approved, this Amended Plan wil |
supersede the Jury Plan now in effect in the Didtrict of Idaho, including General Orders 120, 93, 87,

82, 74 and 67.

A. APPLICABILITY OF PLAN

The Didtrict of Idaho isdivided into divisonsfor jury selection purposes, pursuant to Section

1869 (e) of the Act, asfollows:

The provisions of this Plan shall apply to all the counties within each of these divisions.

B. DECLARATION OF POLICY

It isthe policy of this Court that all litigants in the Court, entitled to trial by jury, shall have
the right to grand and petit jurors selected at random from afair cross section of the community in
the divison where the Court convenes and that all qualified citizens who reside in the district and are
not exempt or disqualified, shall have an obligation to serve as jurors when summoned for tha t
purpose.

C. DISCRIMINATION PROHIBITED

No citizen shal be excluded from service asagrand or petit juror in this Court on account
of race, color, religion, sex, nationa origin, economic status, or physical handicap.

D. MANAGEMENT OF THE PLAN

This Plan shdl be managed by the Clerk of the Court u nder the supervision and control of the
Chief Judge or such other judge as may be designated to perform those duties. In this plan, “Clerk”
and “Clerk of the Court” shall mean the Clerk of the District Court of the United States, an'y
authorized deputy clerk, and any other person authorized by the Court to assist the Clerk inth e
performance of functions under this chapter. (28 U.S. C. 1869(a), as amended.)

The Court finds that electronic data processing methods can be advantageoudly used fo r
managing this plan. Therefore, a properly programmed electronic data processing system, or a
combination sysem employing both manual and el ectronic machine methods, may be used to select
master wheel names, select hames of persons to be sent questionnaires, select names of personsin
the qualified wheel to be summoned, and to perform other clerical and record keeping functions as
may be prescribed by the Court.

In the event of computer mafunction, or any overt or obvious de viation from this Plan caused
by automation, the Clerk, with the approval of the Court, shall manually proceed from the last step
correctly implemented.

E. JURY SEIL ECTION SOURCES

The Court finds that the source from which the names of petit and grand jurors shal b e
selected at random shall be the generd eection voter reg istration lists from all the counties within the
relevant division, and does further find that such lists, as described above, represent a fair cros s
section of the community within the district. The Court may supplement the voter registration lis t
with drivers license records if deemed appropriate.



Accordingly, names of grand and petit jurors serving in this Court shall be selected by
randomized procedures from the lists of registered voters in each presidential general election a s
maintained in the books, lists, or automated voter registration systems of each county, and ar e
certified as being the correct number by the Secretary of State.

Should the Court find it necessary, pursuant to Section 1863 (b) (2) of Title 28 U.S. Code,
it may authorize the Clerk to draw names of prospective jurors from supplemental source listsi n
addition to the voter registration lists. The selection of names from such lists shall be done in a
manner consistent with the selection procedures described in this Plan.

This Plan's reference to random selection shall mean that in any selection procedure only the
first name shdl be chosen by a purdly random method and that each subsequen t name for that drawing
may be systematically taken at regular intervals throughout the remainder of the source list.

This randomized selection procedure which is described in the next section insures (@) that
the names chosen will represent all segments of the source file from which drawn, (b) that th e
mathematical odds of any single name being picked are substantially equalized, and (c) that th e
possibility of human discretion or choice affectin g the selection of any individuas name is eliminated.

F. INITIAL SELECTION OF NAMES FOR THE MASTER JURY WHEEL

The Judges of this Court find that the initial selection of persons to be considered for service
asgrand and petit jurors from the l ists of voters and other lists that may supplement thislist, shall be
made at random in such atotal number as may be deemed sufficient for atwo (2) year period.

The number of names drawn from each county shall be substantialy in the same proportion
to the total number drawn from al counties within the division, as the number of names on the voter
regigtration ligts, for dl countieswithin the division. For example, if there are exactly 180,000 names
on the voter regigtration lists of al counties within the division and there are 36,000 names on county
"A’s" list, (twenty percent of the total) then the number of county "A’S' names initially selecte d
should be substantialy twenty percent of the total number selected from all counties within th e
divison.

For the purpose of caculating the total number of registered voters in the respective divisions
within the Didtrict, the Clerk will add together the total ob tained from each county, as certified by the
Secretary of State. The number taken as the total for each county may be based, at the Clerk’ s
option, upon either amanua or a mechanized count of the names on the county's list or upon such
total number asis certified by the Secretary of State.

After first determining the total number of names needed for the master jury wheel and then
the proportionate share of names to be drawn from the source lists for each particular county, th e
Clerk shall proceed either manually or through a combination of manual and computer methods to
make the initial selection of names from the source list of each county.



The sequence in which voter lists from various counties are to be obtained for the purpose
of sdlecting names will, at the option of the Clerk, be any administratively convenient order, such as
the chronologica order in which the lists were o btained, or in aphabetical sequence by county name,
or in asimple randomized sequence.

G. METHOD AND MANNER OF RANDOM SELECTION

1. Determining a "Quotient”. For each divison, the Clerk shall make the
randomized selection by taking the total number of names on the voter registration lists of th e
countiesin that divison and dividing that number by the minimum number of names to be placed in
the master whedl. The number obtained will be the "quotient”. For example, if the Clerk shoul d
determine that to supply Court jury requirementsfor two (2) years, the Clerk will need 10,000 names
in the master whed and if there are atotd of 1, 000,000 names on all county voter registration within
the division, the "quotient” to be used would be 1,000,000 divided by 10,000 or 100. The Cler k
would therefore take every 100th name from the lists of registered voters for the master wheel.

In order to ensure the exercise of proper supervision and management over the automate d
aspects of jury sdection, and in accordance with statutory requirements, the Clerk of the Court shall
issue to the operator of the computer facilities written instructions describing the operation whic h
shdl be performed by the computer equipment.  The instructions to computer personnel are attached
as Exhibit "A” to this Plan. In addition, the Court shall require the execution of an affidavit by the
agency providing the computer service. Such affidavit shall state under penalty of perjury that the
procedures set down by the Court governing the selection process have been fully met in the
automated phase of the selection process. Thisaffidavit is attached as Exhibit "B" to this Plan. These
two attachments shall be made a part of the permanent records of the Clerk of Court.

2. Determining a "Starting Number".  The starting number will be manuall y
drawn by numbered cards placed in ajury wheel or similar device. Cards used for the drawing shall
begin with acard containing the number one and end with a card containing the final number of the
multiple to be used in selecting the desired number of names. For example, if 1,000 names were to
be selected from a source list of 75,000 names, the multiple would be 75. Cards numbered 1 - 7 5
would be placed in ajury wheel or smilar device and the starting number would be picked by lot at
apublic drawing. The procedure described above shall be utilized for selecting a starting number for
both the master and qualified wheels.

H. SELECTING THE NAMES BY MANUAL METHODS

When selection from the county voter registration lists is made manually, the choosing o f
names shall be by counting names down the list, either in a numerical sequence if the names ar e
numbered or, if they are not numbered, in any other logical consistent sequence. For this counting
and sdlecting process the entire list must be covered and the specific names picked will be according
to the established quotient and starting number formula described above.



l. SELECTING THE NAMESBY MACHINE METHODS

The Judges of this Court find that € ectronic data processing methods can be advantageously
used for sdecting and copying names f rom the voter registration lists of those counties that maintain
these lists in machine readable forms such as punched card s, magnetic tapes, or magnetic discs or any
other electronic or automated storage medium. It is further found that in smaller counties currently
maintaining their voter registration lists in handwritten or printed forms, it may be advantageous to
employ acombination of methods whereby names areinitidly selected fr om the voter registration lists
manually and then recorded on punched cards and tapes for subsequen t handling and copying of these
names by electronic machine methods.

Therefore, a properly programmed electronic data processing sy stem or a combination system
employing both manual and electronic machine methods may, a the Clerk's option and after
consultation with the Chief Judge, be used to select master wheel names from voter lists of any or all
counties in the Digtrict, provided that the required proportions of names for each county ar e
maintained and that the above described quotient and starting number formulais followed.

Similarly, the Judges of this Court find that an electronic data processing system or a
combination electronic and manual system may be used to select names from the quaified whedl of
persons to be summoned to serve as grand or petit jurors, and for the recording of names o f
prospective jurors on any papers and records needed by the Court to administer the selection an d
payment of jurors.

If the Court elects to use el ectronic machine methods in connection with any or al of th e
Didricts voter records, master jury wheels or qualified jury whedls, the name selection system shall
be planned and programmed according to a starting number and quotient formula.

J. MASTER JURY WHEELS

The Clerk shall maintain a master jury wheel or adevice similar in purpose and function for
each divigon within the Digrict. The namesand addresses of al persons randomly selected from the
source lists shall be placed in the master wheel for that divison. The physical form of record o n
which names for the master wheels are kept may include such electronic data storage devices a s
punched cards, magnetic tapes, or magnetic disk files. Pursuant to Section 1863(b)(4) of the Act,
the minimum number of namesto be placed in the m aster jury wheels shall be at least one-half of one
percent of the total number of names on the source lists within the division or as may be prescribed
by the Clerk under the direction of the Chief Judge. Therefore, the approximate number of names
to be selected for each division's master wheel will be as follows:

Southern Division 6000
Northern Division 4000
Eastern Division 4000



These names may be selected on an incrementa basis for administrative convenience. Th e
Judges of this Court may order additional names to be placed in the master jury whed for sai d
divisions from time to time as necessary and in accordance with the formula described above.

The master jury wheds currently in full force and effect shal be emptied a nd refilled every two
(2) years, not later than September 1 of the year following a general presidentia election year.

K. DRAWING OF NAMES FROM THE MASTER JURY WHEELS;
COMPLETION OF JUROR QUALIFICATION FORMS

The Clerk, either al at onetime or at periodic intervals, shall publicly draw at random from
the master jury wheels,, the names of as many persons as may be required to maintain an adequate
number of namesin qualified wheels. The number of names to be drawn shall be determined by the
Clerk based upon anticipated juror demands by the Court plus a margin of extra names sufficient to
compensate for the estimated number that will turn out to be unavailable or indligible.

The Clerk shdl have prepared, by manud or computer means, alphabetized lists of the names
drawn. These ligts shdl not be exhibited to any p erson except as provided herein and in Section 1867
and 1868 of the Act, as amended. The Clerk shall prepare and have mailed to every person whose
nameis so drawn, ajuror qualification form, accompanied by instructions to execute and return the
guestionnaire duly signed and sworn, to the Clerk of Court within ten (10) days. The Court shal |
utilize the juror qudifications forms prescribed by the Administrative Office of the United State s
Courts and approved by the Judicial Conference of the United States for this purpose.

If aperson is unableto fill out the juror qualification questionnaire, another person shall do
it and shall indicate that he or she has done so and the reason therefore. In any case in whichi t
appears that there is an omission, ambiguity, or error in form, the Clerk shall return the form wit h
ingtructions to the person to make such additions or corre ctions as may be necessary. Theredfter, the
Clerk will ingtruct the person to return the completed form within ten (10) days of the receipt of the
guestionnaire.

The remaining sections of Section 1864 of the Act, as amended, in regard to the pendtie s
provided for therein in relation to any person failing to appear and any person who wilfull y
misrepresents a material fact on a juror qualification form, are by reference made a part hereof a s
though the same were set forth at length herein.

L. EXCUSES ON INDIVIDUAL REQUEST

The Judges of this Court find that jury service by members of the following occupationa |
classes or groups of persons would entail undue hardship or extreme inconvenience to the members



thereof, and the excuse of such membersw ill not be inconsistent with the Act, as amended, and shall
be granted upon individual request to those:

1.

2.

Persons over 70 years of age.

Persons who have served as a grand or petit juror in the State or Federal
Court within the past two (2) years.

Persons having active care and custody of a child or children under
10 years of age whose health and/or safety would be jeopardized by thel r
absence for jury service; or aperson who is essential to the care of aged or
infirm persons.

Any person whose services are so essential to the operation of a
business, commercid, or agri cultural enterprise that the enterprise must close
if such person were required to perform jury service.

Persons making a showing of facts otherwise constituting undue hardship or

extreme inconvenience pursuant to 28 U.S.C. 1869 (j). Undue hardship or
extreme inconvenience shal mean great distance, either in milesor travel time,
from the place of holding Court, grave illness in the family or any other
emergency which outweighsin immediacy and urgency the obligation to serve
as ajuror when summoned, or any other factor which the Court determines
to condtitute an undue hardship or to create an extreme inconvenience to the
juror; and in addition, in Situations where it is anticipated that atrial or grand

jury proceeding may require more than thirty (30) days of service, the Court

may consider as a further basis for temporary excuse, severe economi c
hardship to an employer which would result from the absence of a key
employee during the period of such service. Thi s excuse from jury duty would
be a temporary excuse only, and the juror shall be summoned again for jury
service in accordance with 28 U.S.C. 1866(c).

Volunteer safety personnel. These are personnel who serve without
compensation as fire fighters or members of a rescue squad or ambulanc e
crew for a"public agency". "Public agency” for thi s purpose means the United
States, any State of the United States, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico,

the Virgin Idands, Guam, American Samoa, or other territory of the United

States, or "any unit of loca government, department, or instrumentality of any
of the foregoing."

EXEMPTION FROM JURY SERVICE




The Court hereby finds that exemptions of the following groups of persons of occupational
classes is in the public interest and would not be inconsistent with the Act, as amended, and
accordingly such groups are exempted from jury service:

1. Membersin active service in the Armed Forces of the United States.

2. Members of the fire or police departments of any state, district, territory ,
possession, or subdivision thereof.

3.  Public officers in the executive, legidative, or judicia branches of the
Government of the United States, or any state, district, territory, or
possession, or subdivison thereof, who are actively engaged in the
performance of officid duties. Public officer shal mean a person who is either
elected to public office or who is directly appointed by a person elected to a
public office.

N. DETERMINATION OF QUALIFICATIONS, EXCUSES, AND

EXEMPTIONS

The Court, upon itsinitiative, or upon recommendation of the Clerk, shall determine solely
on the basis of information provided on the juror qualification form and other competent evidence
whether a person is unqualified for, or exempt, or to be excused from jury service. Only objectiv e
criteriamay be used to determineif any person isunqudified for jury service or whether a basis exists
for exempting or excusing any person from jury service. The Clerk shall enter such determination in
the space provided on the juror qualification form and the aphabetical list of names drawn from the
magter jury wheel. If a person did not appear in response to a summons, such fact shall be noted on

sad list.

In making such determination, the Court shall deem any person qualified to serve on grand
and petit juriesin the District Court unless he or she:

1.

is not a citizen of the United States, eighteen (18) years of age who has
resided within the Judicial District for a period of one (1) year;

isunableto read, write, and understand the English language with a degree of
proficiency sufficient to satisfactorily fill out the juror qualification form;

is unable to speak the English language;

is incapable, by reason of menta or physical infirmity, of rendering
satisfactory jury service,



5.  hasacharge pending against him or her for the commission of , or has been
convicted in a State or Federal Court of record of a crime punishable by
imprisonment for more than one year and his or her civil rights have not been
restored.

O. QUALIFIED JURY WHEEL

The Clerk shdl maintain separate qudified jury whedsfor each divison and shal place in such
whed the names of all persons drawn from the master wheel which are not disqualified, exempt, or
excused pursuant to the Plan. The Clerk shall insure that at all times at least one hundred and fifty
(150) names are maintained in each such wheel. The Clerk may maintain these whedls through the
use of aproperly programmed data computer. Whenever a qualified wheel is maintained on a data
computer, the persons to be summoned for a particular array will be selected by a quotient arrived
at by dividing the number of persons needed on the array into the number of names in the qualified
wheel. The Clerk will publicly draw a starting number by lot and the computer center will b e
ingtructed to follow the starting number and quotient in the machine selection of these persons and
the reporting of their names and addresses on the summons form.

P. SUMMONING OF JURORS

Upon Court order, the Clerk shall randomly select from the designated qualified jury wheel,
by machine or manua methods, the designated number of persons to be summone d for a specific date.
The Clerk shall have prepared an aphabetical list of al persons summoned. The names an d
biographicd information of summoned jurors shall not be made public sooner than seven days prior
to tria, provided that the Court may order that the names be made public at an earlier date or that
they may be kept confidential in a case or in cases when the interests of justice so require. Juror s
summoned may be excused upon written request to the Clerk of Court, who is authorized to grant
requests for temporary excuse on the grounds of undue hardship or extremei nconvenience. The Clerk
of Court or his designee shall approve or disapprove such request subject to 28 U.S.C. §1869()).

Q. GRAND JURY PANEL

The Court finds that periodic sessions of the grand jury should be held for the entire District
at the United States Courthouse in any of the three divisons. From time to time as grand juries are
required, the Court shall order the drawing from each division's qualified wheel, a pro-rata share of
the total number of grand jurors to be summoned. The pro-rata share shall be based on the tota |
number of persons on the voter registration lists of each division, as compared to the total number
of persons on the voter registration lists of all divisions as certified by the Secretary of State. Fo r
instance, if the list of registered voters in al the counties in the Southern division comprised fift y
percent (50%) of the total of all registered voters in the state, then when selecting a grand jury ,
approximately fifty percent (50%) of those summoned must come from the qualified whed inth e
southern divison. The Clerk shdl prepare a separate list of names of persons assigned to each grand
jury All other provisions of Section 1866 of the Act, as amended, in regard to the selection an d



summoning of jury panels, are incorporated by reference as though the same were set forth at length
herein.

Pursuant to 28 U.S.C. § 1871(c)(5), the Court finds that travel to Boise during the winte r
months can be dangerous and certifies that air travel by grand jurors during inclement weather i s
necessary to insure that the Grand Jury panel is representative of all parts of the state. Therefore, the
Court authorizes the Clerk or the designated deputy clerks performing jury functions to determine
if weather conditions warrant air travel by grand jurors.

R. PUBLIC ANNOUNCEMENT OF THE PLACE AND TIME OF
AUTOMATED SELECTION OF NAMESBY COMPUTER CENTER

Random drawings of garting numbers shdl be publicly made in the Office of the Clerk of the
Court at times to be publicly announced on the bulletin board in the Office of the Clerk, Room 400,
United States Courthouse, 550 West Fort Street, Boise, Idaho.

Drawing of names of prospective jurors by automated selection methods shall be made at the
designated computer center. The location and approximate time of such drawings shal be publicly
announced in a place such as the bulletin board in the Office of the Clerk.

The Clerk shall retain and, when requested, provide public accesst o the following documents:

1. The Jury Selection Plan.
2. A copy of the Court's authorization and instruction order to the person or
computer service organization which carries out automated name selectio n

tasks for the Court.

3. A copy of the affidavit completed by the computer service which
sets forth their compliance with the Court's order.

4. A verbd or graphically charted description of the procedure employed in the
automated selection system. (Exhibit C)

S. IMPANELLING JURORS

The panel of jurors summoned as petit jurors shall report in the jury assembly room of their
divison. Names of persons summoned and not excused by the Court may be inserted into a total jury
pand wheel from which the jury pool for a given day or week may be sdlected. The Clerk shal |
prepare, for the use of Court and counsel, a separate list of names of persons assigned to each petit

jury.
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No sooner than 7 daysin advance of tri al, the names and biographical information, excluding
dreet address, home and work telephone numbers and Sociad Securit y numbers of persons impanelled
for that trial drawn from the qualified jury wheel may be provided to counsel. Any district judge in
a case where the interest of justice so requires, may order that the names be kept confidential.

T. UNANTICIPATED SHORTAGE OF JURORS

When there is an unanticipated shortage of available petit or grand jurors drawn from th e
qudified jury whed, the Court may require the United St ates Marsha to summon a sufficient number
of jurors selected at random from the voter registration lists, or other lists specified in the Plan, in a
manner ordered by the Court consistent with Sections 1861 and 1862 of the Act, as amended.

u. OBLIGATION TO SERVE

When summoned to serve as ajuror, every person shal be obliged to serve unless determined
to be disqualified, exempt, excluded, or entitled to be excused. Failure to appear as directed may
result in an order from the District Court to appear and show cause for failure to comply with th e
summons. Any person who fails to appear pursuant to such order or fails to show good cause fo r
noncompliance with the summons may be fined not more than $100 or imprisoned not more tha n
three days, or both. Any person who willfully misrepresents a material fact on a jury qualificatio n
form for the purpose of avoiding or securing service as a juror may be fined not more than $100 or
imprisoned not more than three days or both. (28 U.S.C. § 1864(b)).

V. TERM OF SERVICE

Petit jurors in the Southern division (Boise) shall serve for aone (1) month term of service
or one (1) tria. Petit jurors in the Eastern and Northern divisions shall serve for athree (3) month
term of service or one (1) tria. The grand jurors shall serve for aterm not in excess of twelve (12)
months. During these terms of service no person shall be required to serve or attend Court fo r
prospective service as a petit juror for atotal of more than thirty (30) days, except when necessary
to complete service in aparticular case; nor shdl any person be required to serve upon more than one
grand jury or to serve as both a grand and petit juror.

Grand and petit jurors shdl initid Iy be summoned in the manner provided in Section 1866(c)
of Title 28 U.S.C. for service until the next general pand is drawn or until relieved by order of the
Court. As needed theresfter, the Clerk shall, unless otherwise directed by the Court, notify jurors of
the time, date, and place to report by mail, in person, by telephone, through the United State s
Marshal, or by whatever method is appropriate under the particular circumstances.

W. ONE STEP SUMMONING AND QUALIFICATION PROCEDURE
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Pursuant to 28 U.S.C. 81878, at the Court’s option, jurors may be summoned and qualified
in asingle procedure, in lieu of the two separate procedures otherwise provided for in this Plan.

X. DURATION OF PLAN AND EFFECTIVE DATE

ThisPlan shdl remain in full force and effect until approva of one or more modifications by
the reviewing panel of the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals. Modifications may be initiated by the Court
and submitted to the reviewing panel or by such rules and regulations as may be adopted by th e
Judicial Conference of the United States.

This amended Plan shal become effective upon gpprova by the reviewing p anel of the Judicial
Council of the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals, or a such time thereafter as the panel shall direct.
